During a fire, earthquake, bomb threat, or power failure you will be able to evacuate 
people with limited mobility with these dependable, life-saving evacuation chairs. 

What is an Emergency Evacuation Chair? 
An evacuation chair is a device that is used to evacuate people with disabilities or injuries 
during any emergency when stairways are the only means of exiting a building. 

When would an Evacu-Trac or Power Evacu-Trac be used? 
During emergencies elevators cannot be used to exit a building, therefore the stairs are 
the only method of evacuation. This means that individuals with limited mobility or medical 
conditions require a way to leave the building safely. Consider how you would evacuate 
these people. 

Why is it necessary? We have an Area of Refuge. 
Areas of refuge offer only limited protection. In the case of a bomb threat, tornado and 
many fire emergencies, areas of refuge offer little protection. There have been many incidents 
where people with disabilities have been left forgotten in areas of refuge. Clearly it is 
the expectation of everyone, able and disabled to have an equal opportunity to exit the 
building quickly, safely and together. 

Are evacuation chairs required by the ADA or national safety codes? 
In a recent lawsuit against a major retailer the judge concluded that the Americans with 
Disabilities Act (ADA) requires public buildings to consider the needs of people with 
disabilities when developing emergency evacuation plans. Evacuation chairs are often 
an essential element of such plans. In addition, the NFPA recognizes the importance 
of evacuation chairs. Standards for application and design are under development for 
inclusion in the NFPA 101 Life Safety Code.
